Pecan Tarts

Dough:

1 - 3 0z. pkg cream cheese
1 stick butter or margarine
1-1/4 cups flour

Work dough into balls the size of a walnut. Press into approximately 24 tiny muffin tins.

1/2 cups chopped pecans
Dash of salt

1/2 tbsp. vanilla

1/2 tbsp. bourbon

3/4 cup brown sugar

Mix egg, butter, salt, vanilla & bourbon. Add 3/4 cup chopped pecans and mix well. Put
1 tsp. mixture into each muffin cup. Bake at 325° for 25 to 30 minutes.
