- May 3 in Fort Worth Texas.

Any member or group within the

United Methodist Church can petition the

General Conference to address any number

of issues... some of them can be controver-

sial. Therefore the General Conference

needs our prayers! The General Conference

is the only “Official” voice of the United

Methodist Church and my prayer is that it

will continue to speak both clearly and

Biblically. I’m also praying for renewal and

revitalization within our denomination.

I would strongly encourage you to pray

daily throughout April and the first part of

May for the United Methodist Church and

for our delegates representing us. A great

Scripture to pattern your prayers for Revival

within our churches is:
